 Over the past few months, I have been walking through some health      
challenges. Long story short, my thyroid had a major flare up, causing a high    
concentration of histamine (which is basically an allergic reaction). This caused a 
wide variety of symptoms, such as heart palpitations, nausea, fatigue, headaches, 
severe anxiety/panic attacks, sensory overload, loss of appetite, etc. The doctors 
said it was a perfect storm of histamine retention and hormone imbalance.
